The generous concept of LaVista bed is inspired by construction of the so-called Windsor Chair. Its characteristic lathe-turned bars have been produced for centuries all over the world in various forms. With the simplicity and purity of contemporary design, with the use of modern technologies and handwork in an entirely new context, we are pushing this element to a whole different dimension.

Characteristic bars of the LaVista bed represent a mutual harmony of forms and functions. A chair that used to stand freely next to the bed as a night table, now grows together with the headboard into one whole. This element bestows an unusual charm of the traditional craft with a delicate amount of folk architecture on the bed. An airy backrest allows to situate the bed in the middle of a room and in combination with a pillow it offers a comfortable position for reading or relaxation.

In accordance with company’s  philosophy, the bed is made from local hard wood - solid oak. Surface finish is carried out with natural oils and it is available in various color combinations in RAL hue, whether it’s retro style or a customer’s own request.
